Wherever possible, final circuits should be protected by a device that automatically shuts off the current in the event of a fault, such as a Residual Current Device with a 30mA 30ms setting. All portable appliances, and the supply to which they will be connected, must be visually inspected before each use and will be subject to a full, recorded inspection every twelve (12) months. Any electrical equipment not suitable for use must not be used, and must be reported to a member of the Technical Instructor team.

Wherever possible, battery operated or 'site safe' 110V tools, supplied via a centre earth-tapped transformer should be used.

Reel-type extension leads must be fully unwound, and the cable stored appropriately, before use. Multi-way sockets must not be overloaded. Fuses, miniature circuit breakers (MCB) and residual circuit breakers (RCD) must not be bypassed or defeated.

	Order of Control Measures
	Most effective
