	Use mechanical means, i.e. trolleys, sack barrows, dollies, etc. wherever possible. If as a last resort items must be carried by hand, ensure correct lifting technique is used:

· Assess the load before lifting: is it too heavy for one person; is it bulky or awkward; can mechanical means be used instead?

· Assess the route before lifting; clear any obstructions.

· Stand near the load, with feet a shoulder's width apart; bend from the knees; keep back straight, but not necessarily vertical; grip the load firmly with palms of both hands; lift using legs and not back; avoid twisting whilst rising.

· When carrying, hold the load close to the body, with forearms at right angle to upper arm; do not twist body with the load.

· Put the load down in the opposite way to the lift; keep back straight; bend from the knees.

If possible, place load on waist-height surface, such as workbench. 
PPE, specifically steel toe-capped footwear to ISO 20345:2001, should be worn by all operators.

When lifting 8’ x 4’ (2440 x 1220mm), 8’ x 3’ (2440 x 915mm) or 6’ x 4’ (1830 x 1220mm) Steeldeck a minimum of four (4) able-bodied persons are required. For all other sizes a minimum of two (2) able-bodied persons are required.

Steeldeck without legs is not to be placed on edge, as it can easily be knocked and fall over.

Do not hold from the lower rail as this is a finger trap. 

Lift and move as per instructions above, with a minimum of four (4) able-bodied persons.

Ensure that stacked decks are square to each other as the stack is built.

	Stacks of up to ten (10) decks on castors must be ratchet strapped before moving. 

Stacks may only be moved with a minimum of four (4) able-bodied persons.

 Ensure that the route is clear with doors help open by wedges, magnetic hold-backs or Sesamo auto closers. 

Ensure all fire doors are closed after the move is complete.
When negotiating ramps or inclines, use caution and move operators from the front to the back of the stack.
