Assess before any unloading for any movement of the load whilst in transit. Operators must be equipped with steel toe-capped footwear to ISO20345:2011, and gloves if appropriate. 
There must be a sufficient number of operators, both on and off the vehicle to handle items safely.

If the unloading activity is taking place on or near a public thoroughfare (even if on private land), operators must wear high-visibility clothing.
If the unloading activity is taking place on or near a public thoroughfare (even if on private land), then barriers to demarcate the hazardous area should be erected.

As items to be unloaded will have to be handled, all moving and lifting operations must refer to a Manual Handling risk assessment and safe system of work (such as T.I.L.E.)

It is the driver’s responsibility to adequately secure the load with suitable lashings or load-bars. The vehicle operator has a duty to ensure that their vehicles are fit for purpose and are equipped with suitable fastenings and load points.

Operators must be equipped with steel toe-capped footwear to ISO20345:2011, and gloves if appropriate.
There must be a sufficient number of operators, both on and off the vehicle to handle items safely.

	If directing vehicles that are reversing, care must be taken to ensure that a line of sight is maintained at all times with the driver, usually by ensuring that the operator can see the vehicle mirrors.
Exclude any members of the public from the area where the vehicle is reversing, either with barriers, or other operators whose sole responsibility is preventing members of the public straying into the path of the vehicle.
All operators involved in directing vehicles must wear high –visibility clothing.
